Region 16

Rules and Guidelines (February 2003)

Region 16 will observe all rules and guidelines as set forth by the ATSSB State Board of Directors.

PARTICIPATION

A. 
Participation is limited to schools in Region 16 eligible for membership in the Association of Texas Small School Bands.  Eligibility according to state ATSSB bylaws is:



1. 
University Interscholastic League Class A, AA, and AAA 




schools and their feeders.



2. 
Private high schools whose enrollment falls into the A, AA, and AAA parameters and their feeders and approved by the ATSSB State Board.


B. 
Head directors at each eligible school must be current members of the Association of Texas Small School Bands and the Texas Music Educators Association. The head Junior High director, if different from the High School, must be current members of the Association of Texas Small School Bands and the Texas Music Educators Association; the High School director's card cannot be used for Junior High tryouts.


C.
In order to participate students must be eligible according to the 


current UIL Rules of Eligibility.




1. 
The High School Bands will be comprised of students in 




grades nine (9) through twelve (12).




2. 
The Junior High Bands will be comprised of students of 




grades six (6) through eight (8). 

ENTRY PROCEDURE

A. 
Deadline for the entry will be set prior to the audition date and all entries are final. Late entries will not be accepted.


B. 
All entries must be done online with the TMEA Online Registration.


C. 
Each All-Region Band will pay a fee of which will be set by the coordinator of that particular All Region band.


D. 
Students may not audition on more than two instruments in any audition. If the student is auditing on two instruments, they must be entered twice and fees will be paid for each entry.


E.  
If a student is selected to be a member of the Honor Band, that 


student may not audition for the A-AA High School Band.

AUDITION

A.
Each school's director(s) or qualified proxy must be present at the 


audition to help judge, monitor, or serve in any capacity 



designated by the region coordinator. Any problems need to be



referred to the region coordinator.


B. 
Music for the High School Honor Band audition is the ATSSB All-State 

material and is available in the  Prescribed Audition List (PAL). 


The ATSSB 
newsletter is the official source of errata for the 


PAL.  Errata may also be found on the ATSSB web site 



(www.atssb.org). There will be no cuts of the audition music 


made at the Region level.


C. 
Music for the A-AA High School, AAA, AA, and A Junior Highs 



audition will be at the discretion of the band's organizer with 


input from the membership.  This material will consist of scales 


and two etudes.  The tryout material will be delivered to the 


directors by September 1st of each year.


D. 
Students may use their own music in the audition room.


E. 
The High School audition will utilize a five judge panel. Region audition 

guidelines as printed by ATSSB will be followed at the region level. 

The region coordinator will use discretion and place qualified 


personnel on the judging panels. 


F. 
The Junior High auditions may utilize a three-person judging panel if 

permission is give by the State Board. If a three-person panel is 


used, no judge may listen to their own student.  Every effort will 


be given to having a five-judge panel at all auditions.


G. 
Wind players will be allowed a one-breath warm-up. Percussionists 


will be allowed a fifteen second warm-up period.


H. 
Audition results will be final 30 minutes after posting of the last 


section.

Rehearsals and Concerts


A.  
Students selected must be at all rehearsals. Absences may be given for part of but not all of the Friday rehearsal if prior approval is given by the band coordinator. No part of the Saturday rehearsal may be missed.  Patches will be given to those students who are present at rehearsals and the concert.


B.
Student participation fees for each all region band will be set by the band coordinator with agreement by the region members.


C. 
Instrumentation will be determined by the band coordinator with 


input and approval of the membership. Instrumentation may be 


adjusted after the tryouts are completed (students added and 


not deleted) as required by the needs of the music selected.
